Rotarians enjoy A Christmas Carol at The Hedgerow John D. Vairo ~ In Memoriam

Fellow Rotarian, John D. Vairo, founding campus 
executive officer of Penn State Brandywine, for whom 
its library is named, died Jan. 1 at home, after a 
yearlong battle with esophageal cancer. He was 91 
years old. 
From 1956 to 1967, he was an associate professor of 
journalism at Penn State’s University Park campus and 
was advisor to the Daily Collegian campus newspaper. 
In 1967, he was chosen by Penn State’s board of 
trustees and then-president Eric Walker to establish a 
campus in Delaware County and to serve as its 

executive officer. What began in a former fish market in Chester as Penn State 
Delaware County with 236 students is now Penn State Brandywine on 90 acres in 
Middletown, with 1,600 students. Vairo retired in 1986 as campus executive officer. 
A member of the Media Rotary Club since 1971, he was a past president. He also was 
past president of the Media Rotary Foundation, chair of the information committee and 
the adult literacy program.  
John will be missed all Rotarians who had the great fortune of knowing him.
